End of Year Exams: Jazz, Ballet and Hip Hop proposed examination dates between October 29 and November 14th.

Medal awards this year are going to be held between June 23rd and July 7th.  Money for the award needs to be in before the end of term (Friday April 15th) or your child will not be able to sit award. Please inform me if you do not wish your child to sit the award.
Medal awards are non compulsory but highly encouraged for your child to do. A Medal award is aimed at encouraging students to dance, allowing them to perform in front of an audience in a fun atmosphere. This can help lead them towards the examination system if doing exams or for the non exam classes’ performance is important at all levels and styles. Some costuming or “dress up” is encouraged, but is optional. Makeup and accessories may be used. These all add to the sense of fun and performance intended with these medals. 

Students are presented with their medals by the examiner on the same day as their performance. A report card will also be completed by the examiner. 

Thank you to all the parents that have listened to the request of not being in the class if your child is over 6 years old. This has been a huge success and will continue to be a rule for the rest of the year, teachers do not want to have to keep reminding the few parents that keep staying, if you’re in the class and know you’re not meant to be please leave before you are asked to. Parent Observation Day is the last week of term April 11th – 15th this is an invitation to all parents, grandparents etc to come view the class and see all the hard work your child has been up to over the term. 

There is NO dancing over the school holidays we have a two week break as of Friday the 15th April and look forward to seeing refreshed faces on Monday 2nd May

JAZZ update; all younger grades have been converted to American Jazz this has been enforced to do so from NZAMD. Grade 1 Original is now American Grade 1 and Grade 2 Original is now Grade 1 American also. Grade 4 is staying Original Grade 4 but will convert into American either 2012 or 2013. Spin and Leap we are still in discussion of converting you next year to Grade 5 American. Any updates I will keep you informed as I know. All major Original grade Elementary, Intermediate and Advanced you will stay in Original until you have finished Jazz syllabus
